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Abstract 

Abstract of the paper should be written here in approximately 100 words.  This document is intended to be the template (Form B) of the Abstract of presentation to be submitted to the Third TRIZ Symposium in Japan, 2007.  This form will be used two times: (1) At the stage of application of presentation, the Authors write the (extended) Abstract in this format for submitting the presentation.  The form is reviewed and, if accepted, (only its top part) is publicized in the Advanced Agenda of the Symposium.  (2) At the stage of submitting the final manuscripts of presentations, the Authors are requested to submit this extended Abstract  together with other documents.  The extended Abstracts are published in its full length in the Abstract Proceedings.  For these purposes, this template will help you format the abstract of your presentations. 

Extended Abstract 
Here, in this section, you should describe the content of your paper/presentation in the length of about one full page.  

At the Stage (1), this part will be used for reviewing the paper in some more detail and for designing the overall Agenda of the Symposium.  In the Advanced Agenda, which is publicized as a part of Call for Participation, this part will not be disclosed. 

At the Stage (2), the whole of this document will be published in the Collection of Abstracts (i.e. the short-form Proceedings), both in a booklet and later in the Web site.  In this stage you may revise your former description in Stage (1).

The length of this format is max. 2 pages in B5 size.  In the Proceedings, two B5 pages arranged side by side will be printed after reducing the size into A4 (i.e. 86% reduction).  Taking into account of this reduction, the fonts in this format are chosen slightly larger than usual.  Please be careful to make the figures and tables clear and easy to read in this size reduction.  

The size of the page is B5 (i.e. 182 mm x 257 mm).  Allow the margins of top 25 mm, bottom 20 mm, right 18 mm, and left 18 mm.

For specifying the sections, use the number system like:

1. Section                         in the style of heading1

1.1  Subsection                in the style of heading 2 

1.1.1  Sub-subsection     or use (a)(b)(c)  or (1)(2)(3) etc.    in heading 3. 

Since this section is just an extended abstract, the description needs to be brief. You may use figures and tables, if appropriate.  Reference should be made only to the ones absolutely necessary.

Presenter's Profile:  Presenter's Name

Write the profile of the presenter (not all the authors) briefly here.  Current position, background, commitment to TRIZ related work, scientific or practical contributions in the TRIZ related areas, recent publications, etc.  It is desirable to write the email address, at the end.  Length of about 8 to 10 lines may be appropriate. 

Note that Max. 2 pages are allowed in this Abstract (Form B).  
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
