Reading

a dictionary.

Writing

To be able to use expressions and kanji at the level of JLPT N2 to N1 and to be
able to create sentences in various situations.

Speaking

To be able to use honorific expressions correctly and make appropriate sentences
according to the situation.

Listening

To be able to listen and understand Japanese daily conversation, TV programs,
movies, etc.
